Wednesday Night Social Skis 
Mid week social skis occur most Wednesday evenings throughout the season as 
soon as snow conditions permit.    Be ready to start from the Goldbar shelter at 7 
PM.   We ski the trials around Goldbar, Goldstick & Capilano Parks at a leisurely 
place for an hour or so.   Other locations in the river valley may also be used so 
check the ENSC website for updates.

Day Trips 
Day trips to ski areas within an hour or two drive of Edmonton will be held on 
weekends throughout the season, usually on a Sunday.

On these trips, we usually ski for a few 
hours and cover distances between 10 – 20 km.   These trips are more geared 
for intermediate skiers.   However, many of the areas do have shorter options for 
less experienced skiers.

This season we are arranging a ski trip in March to the Kananaskis/Banff area 
staying at Canmore.   This will give us various options to ski the trails in either 
Peter Lougheed Park, Canmore Nordic centre & Banff Park.
